building — putting different parts together.
sturdy — strong.

tool — a thing used for work. Tools are sometimes held with the hands.
construction —the process of building something.

Use them to build a
tower. You could use cups, plastic containers, or empty boxes. Have your child draw a picture of

your tower. Send it to school.
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
